Fast Direct also serves as a closed, secure communi-
cation tool between parents and teachers and a fast and se-
cure method for teachers to communicate with their fami-
lies. 
 Access to the web site is by user name and pass-
word only, which each family will be provided.  This is a 
very powerful and SECURE web site which families and 
teachers will find extremely useful as a communication 
tool.
