FUNDRAISERS XE "FUNDRAISERS" 
The basic Christian philosophy of Faribault Lutheran School must be maintained in all fundraising activities.  No fundraiser shall be acceptable that in any way promotes a value, belief, or standard which is not Christian.

A fundraiser shall be defined an activity that generates a profit for Faribault Lutheran School including but not limited to the activities of school departments, auxiliary organizations, classrooms, staff, and parents; furthermore, any fundraiser that generates more than $500 may be subject to a  10% contribution to the congregation whose facilities are used for the activity.  If there is no facility use, this tax may not apply.
1. Groups wishing to conduct a major fundraiser* shall provide the administrator with a list of fundraising activities being requested by August 1 before the school year begins.
2. Priority shall be given to those fundraising activities which communicate very clearly for what the funds will be used.

3. A follow-up report shall be made to the administrator and to the clientele of FLS about how many dollars were realized and exactly how they have been/will be spent.  These reports shall be completed within two (2) weeks after the event is complete.
4. The administrator shall be directed by the Board of Directors to be sensitive to how many times families are being asked to “support” FLS by purchasing especially “unnecessary” items such as candy.
5. The administrator shall be empowered to deny requests from groups that do not satisfy these criteria.

*This would be an all-school, an all campus, or an annual classroom activity.
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
